These signs are for EVERYONE - all

vehicles, cyclists and pedestrians.
What do they mean?

ADVANCED WARNING

This sign means that railway
tracks are crossing aroad. You
should SLOW DOWN, LOOK both
ways, LISTEN for trains and be
ready to stop.

CROSSBUCK

This sign means that railway
tracks are crossing the road.
Always LOOK both ways and
LISTEN for trains before crossing.
You must stop when trains are
approaching and wait for them to
pass.




IMPORTANT RAILWAY SIGNS

These signs are for EVERYONE - all vehicles,
cyclists and pedestrians.

MULTI-TRACK

This sign means that there is more
than one set of tracks at a
crossing and tells you the number
of tracks at that location.

ADVANCED WARNING

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IMPORTANT RAILWAY SIGNS

Railway crossings sometimes have flashing lights and
bells. They also have gates. What do they mean?

CROSSING WITH FLASHING
LIGHTS AND BELLS

Some railway crossings have
flashing lights and bells to warn you
that a train is coming. You have to
stop and wait until the lights stop
flashing and the bells stop ringing,
and that no other trains are coming
before you can cross.

CROSSING WITH FLASHING
LIGHTS, BELLS AND GATES

This type of crossing has flashing
lights, bells and gates to tell you that
a train is coming. You have to stop
and wait until the lights stop
flashing, the bells stop ringing, the
gates are all the way up before you
can cross. NEVER go under or around
lowered gates!

RAILWAY SAFETY TIPS FOR
CYCLISTS

Follow these important safety tips to make sure you stay safe
when riding your bike.

ONLY USE DESIGNATED
RAILWAY CROSSING

Only use the proper railway crossings to cross the tracks.
Always look for signs and markings along your bike route
that warn you of approaching railway crossings and
prepare to stop.

e LOOK, LISTEN AND BE AWARE!

SLOW DOWN, LOOK both ways and LISTEN for trains when getting close to
a railway crossing. Only cross the tracks at the railway crossing when you
are it's safe. If you see or hear a train coming, STOP a safe distance away
from the railway crossing. Only cross after the warning signals have stopped
and you are sure there are no other trains coming on any track, in any
direction.

ALWAYS WALK YOUR BIKE
OVER THE CROSSING

Walking your bike over the railway
crossing is always the safest way
to get you and your bike across the
railway tracks. Remember -
railway tracks are slippery when
they're wet so use extra caution.

NEVER RIDE BESIDE
THE RAILWAY TRACKS

This is dangerous and illegal.
Trains are always wider than the

tracks - they can be over 3 feet on
both sides.
